Volunteers Sought for Clean Elections Initiative

Alaskans for Clean Elections (ACE) is seeking volunteers statewide to collect signatures.   In order to place the Clean Elections citizens’ initiative before Alaskans on the 2008 ballot, 23,831 verified signatures must be submitted to the Alaska Division of Elections before the start of the 2008 Alaska Legislature. The group is working to collect 40,000 signatures before December 31, 2007.  Alaska residents interested in paid efforts are also encouraged to call.

 

The purpose of the initiative is to reduce the influence of big money in Alaska politics and give the average Alaskan more say in political decisions.   The initiative would create a voluntary system in which candidates who agree not to accept any private donations and prove they have a strong base of support from voters in their district qualify for a limited amount of state campaign funds. 

 

"Our goal is to ensure that the leaders we elect are not beholden to any special interests and have Alaskans best interests at heart," Tim June, chair of ACE, said today. "To do that, we need interested Alaskans to pitch in and help collect signatures." June noted that there are many other tasks that volunteers can help with from fundraising to office work. 

 

"There is a lot to do and we welcome anyone with the desire to help," Campaign Manager Michelle Meyer said.
